THE USS PEARY
The USS Peary, which was the 
most significant US warship to be 
sunk in the Bombing of Darwin, 
was preparing to take on fuel 
when attacked. A total of four 
bombs crippled the ship, with 
one bomb exploding the forward 
magazine. Eighty eight men 
including the captain were killed 
or confirmed missing.
